The purpose of this ministry is to reach out to those who have been incarcerated and, in some ways, given 
up on.  Knowing that God never gives up on anyone, the work of this ministry is to bring a message of hope 
to those who are seemingly without God. 

NB:  This is an all male facility, and the work is largely limited to men.  There are certain prerequisites 
that are required in order to participate.
