Working in the Vineyard In the “Parable of the Workers” told by Jesus
in Matthew 20, He told of laborers who were hired to work in a
vineyard. The workers were hired at various times of the day, yet at
the end of the day they all received the same pay. Traditionally, we
make application to show that God accepts the penitent sinner no
matter the age or stage of the person’s life, all receiving an eternal
reward. However, there is a lesson here that can be easily
overlooked.
